This
60-minute multiple-choice test consisted of challenging problem-solving questions and required deeper
thinking in Maths. The UKMT Maths Challenges are the UK's most popular mathematics competition. There
is a world of challenging problems for young people to tackle, regardless of their age and stage. The UKMT
Mathematical Challenges and Olympiads are excellent sources of challenging problems.

Behind the scenes!

Have you ever wondered what happens
in the school over the holidays? Perhaps
not but if you have, read on! During the
holiday period, the school is still a hive of
activity with lots of work going on. The
holiday is the perfect opportunity to do
some of the projects that are easier to do
when students and staff are not all in the
building. So the paint brushes come out,
the wiring checks get done and we do
building work as well.

This half-term we have had GCSE art
sessions underway in the art department
as well as premises working on building
projects to help ensure the staff and
students are in a safe and secure
environment. We have cleaned and
repaired gutters using a cherry picker
which took up an enormous amount of
space but allowed the very high parts of
the building to be successfully checked.
The pool renovation work also started. This
is a six-week project which the premises
team are heavily involved with and has
started with draining the pool over a four-
day period and then installing the scaffold
to replacing nuts and bolts. The team will
also be checking all of the hundreds of
tiles, the paint work and the ceiling.
